3. Start a collection of French idioms “J’étais aux anges”, “J’ai un chat 
    dans la gorge” etc.

4. Look up “les faux amis” (misleading French words such as 
    “actuellement”) and come up with a list of 10 that are not going to 
    catch you out.

5. Learn the lyrics of Édith Piaf’s Non, je ne regrette rien off by heart 
    and sing along, as tunelessly as you like but rolling all the Rs.
